4. SPECTATOR CONDUCT: 

a. “Trips: The high school principal, or the high school principal's authorized representative, shall accompany all school 
teams or individuals participating in an activity.  The school shall be responsible for acts of its school teams or 
individuals while on trips, or while participating in any such activity.”  (OSAA Handbook, Rules). 

b. The principal or his/her authorized representative shall be responsible for the conduct of all students under his/her 
charge and held accountable for any negligence in the fulfillment of this obligation.   

c. “In addition to the general expectation included in the OSAA Constitution, Rule 3, that school officials  ‘…shall 
take all reasonable measures to ensure that the school’s students and supporters maintain a sportsmanlike 
attitude toward all events…’ the following specific expectations regarding spectator conduct at OSAA events are 
provided: 

Spectators are not permitted to have signs, banners, confetti, noisemakers (for example, Thunder Stix, cowbells, 
clappers, air horns), balloons or glass containers.  Spectators are required to wear shirts, and shall not be 
permitted to use vulgar or offensive language.  Spectators who fail to comply with Association or site management 
spectator conduct expectations shall be expelled from the contest.”  (OSAA Handbook, Executive Board Policies).
