SUBJECT:  Update on the Proceedings of the Classification and Districting Committee 
 
The Classification and Districting Committee for the 2018‐2022 four‐year time block held its tenth public meeting at the OSAA 
Offices in Wilsonville on June 20, 2017 to receive testimony and review written communication thus far received.  

The Committee initially met in a closed work session to review written correspondence received since the last meeting.  Once 
the public meeting began, Classification and Districting Committee Chair Curt Shelley addressed those assembled and the 
group received testimony from 19 representatives from schools and leagues. The Committee then adjourned to a closed 
work session to review and discuss the testimony and written correspondence. 

During the work session, the Committee spent considerable time discussing both the written and verbal testimony received.  
The Committee is moving forward with establishing the cutoff points for the six‐classification structure.  Schools are 
reminded that until the final recommendation is forwarded to the OSAA Executive Board for review and adoption, the cutoff 
points are variable and will most likely change again before the Committee recommendation is finalized. 

Considering the broad support for the six‐classification system the Committee used the cutoff points from Draft #16 as a 
foundation before applying any modifications.   The Committee understands there is a desire from schools to adjust the 
currently supported cutoff points.  The Committee feels that until new numbers are received in the fall, it would be prudent 
to keep the current cutoffs as presented in Draft #18. 

Below is a summary of cutoff point information and other notes related the proposal after these modifications. 

Draft #18 – 6 Classifications 

This draft holds the cutoff points from Draft #16.  The following is a breakdown at each classification: 

1A ‐ The 1A level remained unchanged based on little to no feedback for the committee to review.   

2A ‐ The 2A remain unchanged except for the addition of Lakeview who was granted a geographic exception to participate at 
the 2A classification based on their proximity to other schools at the 3A classification.   

3A ‐ The committee felt that the smallest schools that are currently at the 4A classification fit more closely with their 
counterparts at the 3A classification.  Cascade Christian and St. Mary’s (Medford) both notified the OSAA of their desire to 
play where their numbers dictate and were returned to the 3A classification accordingly.  Additionally, Brookings‐Harbor was 
granted a geographic exception to participate at the 3A classification based on their proximity to other schools at the 4A 
classification. 

4A – With Cascade Christian and St. Mary’s (Medford) returning to the 3A classification, a number of moves were necessary 
within the 4A leagues, including the reintroduction of the Sky‐Em League. 

5A – The 5A level remains unchanged based on little to no feedback for the committee to review.  The committee is 
interested in increasing the number of schools in this classification but is choosing to wait until the new ADM figures are 
received to determine how best to make that happen. 

6A – The three Bend schools were placed with the current Southwest Conference schools in Eugene, Roseburg, Grants Pass 
and Medford.  This was an effort to create a larger, more viable league for those schools with an increased number of 
guaranteed league games.   
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The Committee believes that the introduction of geographic exceptions for Lakeview and Brookings‐Harbor were needed at 
this time.  The Committee had hoped to create a structure where geographic exceptions were not needed but felt these were 
necessary within the 6‐classification structure. 

The Committee will meet twice at the beginning of next school year and will make its final recommendations to the OSAA 
Executive Board at the October 16, 2017, Special Classification and Districting Meeting.
