“Executive Board Policy – Ejection Policy – Ejected Player or Coach 


Appeal Process:   If the principal or the Athletic Director of the ejected coach/player and the commissioner of officials agree that the suspension should be set aside, the principal may appeal to the Executive Director within 48 hours of the ejection to set aside the next game suspension portion of the penalty.  Unless the commissioner agrees that the suspension should be set aside, the appeal must be denied by the Executive Director.”
