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Student Advisory Council

9.11. Student Advisory Council.

9.11.1. Charge. The Student Advisory Council (SAC) shall serve in an advisory capacity focusing
on the ways to engage and meet the needs of students while also applying an equity lens
in all aspects of the Association’s work. The purpose is to enhance the total student —
participant experience by promoting opportunity, protecting student — participant well-
being, and offering input on rules, regulations, and policies that affect students in
member schools. The SAC shall also seek input from all grade levels, classifications,
geographic regions, and underrepresented populations of students across Oregon.

9.11.2. Composition. The Committee shall have 10 members and shall consist of one
representative from each classification, one 6A/5A/4A at-large representative, one
3A/2A/1A at-large representative, a representative of the Oregon Association of Student
Councils, and one adult member. Other criteria to be considered when selecting
members my include, but not limited to, geographic, gender, and ethnic representation.
The adult member shall be from a member school who serves in a student advisory role in
their district.

9.11.3. Term. Members shall serve a two-year non-renewable term.
9.11.4. Meetings. The Council shall adopt an annual schedule of meetings based upon the issues

under consideration. The schedule shall include an appropriate number of meetings in
which to conduct the business of the Council.
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
